ORDINANCE 2015-13
ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF BORDENTOWN TO ENTER INTO A
SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE 
BOROUGH OF FIELDSBORO FOR POLICE SERVICES

WHEREAS, the “Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act,” N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq. (“Act”), allows any local unit to enter into an agreement with any other local unit or units to provide or receive any service that each local unit participating in the agreement is empowered to provide or receive within its own jurisdiction, including services incidental to the primary purposes of any of the participating local units; and
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-8 requires the adoption of an ordinance by the local units in order to authorize the execution of a shared service agreement for law enforcement services; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bordentown (“Bordentown”) and Borough of Fieldsboro (“Fieldsboro”) have determined it to be in the mutual interest of each municipality for Fieldsboro to abolish its police department for reasons of economy and efficiency, and for Bordentown to provide all law enforcement services to Fieldsboro; and

WHEREAS, Bordentown wishes to enter into a shared service agreement with Fieldsboro for the purpose of setting forth the terms, conditions, and obligations of each party regarding the sharing of police protection services, which will benefit both Bordentown and Fieldsboro by increasing the efficiency and decreasing the costs of those services; and

WHEREAS, said shared service agreement has been prepared by Bordentown and the City’s Solicitor recommends that the Board of Commissioners authorize the execution of same; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the City of Bordentown has reviewed said shared service agreement and finds the same to be well-negotiated and acceptable in its terms and conditions; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of Fieldsboro has adopted Ordinance 2015-9 on September 9, 2015, authorizing the Borough to enter into a Shared Services Agreement with the City of Bordentown for Police Services. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, by the Board of Commissioners of the City of Bordentown, County of Burlington, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
Section 1. Shared Service Agreement Authorized.
A. The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated into the body of this Ordinance.
B. Ordinance 2015–9 is hereby ratified and the Shared Service Agreement for Police Services by and between the City of Bordentown and the Borough of Fieldsboro, attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated into this Ordinance by reference, is hereby approved.

C. The Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the Shared Service Agreement. 

D. Chapter 66 of the City of Bordentown Code is hereby amended and supplemented to incorporate this Ordinance and Shared Service Agreement.
E. A copy of the Shared Service Agreement shall be kept on file by the City Clerk and made available for public inspection.

F. A copy of the Shared Service Agreement shall be filed with the Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community Affairs, in accordance with the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-4(b).

Section 2. Severability and Repealer.
A. If any provision or portion of a provision of this Ordinance is held to be unconstitutional, preempted by Federal or State law, or otherwise invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions of the ordinance shall not be invalidated. 

B. All ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are inconsistent with any provisions of this ordinance, are hereby repealed as to the extent of such inconsistencies. 

Section 3. Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication in accordance with the law.  
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
